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What is preschool? 

At the recent Preschool Fair I was asked many times, (and here at 

Ebenezer) òShould I be looking for a preschool?  Do you have a preschool?ó   

Traditionally, preschool programs were designed for stay at home moms to 

give their child a head start on Kindergarten, which is why the programs 

were only 2 -3 hours long.  Hence the term Pre ð School, before school.  With 

the advent of both parents working, and the extended family not readily 

available as it was in the past, families had to find reliable full time care for 

their children.   

Ebenezer Childcare provides many options for families, but all of 

them include educational activities for your child.  A program labeled 

òpreschooló is not necessarily better than Ebenezer, they just have a differ-

ent name.  We offer a part time 2 or 3 days per week program, called Play 

Nõ Learn, but most of our families need full day options, and we offer those 

as well.  

Children at Ebenezer are learning no matter what the task is! 

Washing hands is an educational activity, they are learning through their 

senses about the properties of water and soap, about germs, and about self -

care.  The infants learn all day long, absorbing their environment, learning 

songs, languages, socialization and communication.  Even the smallest of 

infants will interact with other infants because they are learning this be-

havior here at Ebenezer.   

Our 3K and 4K programs are play based, but what looks like play 

to an adult is learning for the child.  For example, in Mr. Jayõs room, when 

the post office is set up, the children are learning what a letter is, how to 

write a letter, address an envelope, and to mail that envelope.  They learn 

social skills by òdeliveringó the letters within the center. Mr. Jay combines 

his activities so the learning is integrated, the children do not just sit and 

write on a worksheet, they learn organically how to write their names, by 

practice and through play, not just by rote learning.  

Children are only children for a short time, and while we want 

them to have all the advantages they can have before they enter formal ed-

ucat ion, we need to remember  that  this per iod of their  l ives cannot  be du-

plicated or done over.  Collaborating with parents, we can educate children, 

and ensure they have a happy and joyful childhood.
