what will happen

CREATIVE/COGNITIVE
Y Shows persistence in approaching tasks
Y ��Organizes and uses materials efficiently 

and effectively
Y Participates in movement songs/games

Y Demonstrates self direction and independence
Y �Treats others with kindness, dignity and respect
